Motion by Mr. Mikolaizik and supported by Mr. Peterson to approve the minutes of the July 28, 2020 regular meeting as presented.  All members present voting in the affirmative the motion carries.

Motion by Mr. Peterson and supported by Mr. Wolfsen to approve the agenda as presented.  All members present voting in the affirmative the motion carries.
Motion by Mr. Peterson and supported by Mr. Wolfsen to accept the following treasurer’s report. Account balances as of 9-22-2020 are Checking $8,485.36, Money Market $254,424.44 and a CD balance of $409,328.46 for a total of $672,238.26. Expenses year to date total $280,283.49.  All members voting in the affirmative the motion carries.
Motion by Mr. Mikolaizik and supported by Mr. Peterson to certify the assessment roll as presented with copies of the changes requested by the four township assessors. Members voting in favor of the motion were Mr. Mikolaizik, Mr. Russo, Mr. Deamud, Mr. Peterson, Mr. Wolfsen, and Mr. Fullmer. The motion carries.
Motion by Mr. Russo and supported by Mr. Wolfsen to set the HLIB assessment at $100 per unit and $50 per half unit to be billed on the 12-1-2020 taxes. Members voting in favor of the motion were Mr. Russo, Mr. Peterson, Mr. Wolfsen, and Mr. Fullmer. Chairman Deamud passed, and Mr. Mikolaizik voted against the motion. The motion carries.
Motion Mr. Wolfsen and supported by Mr. Peterson to approve a proposal by Anthony Farhat to provide website support services for 2021 in the amount of $150 per quarter. All members voting in the affirmative the motion carries.

Motion by Mr. Russo and supported by Mr. Wolfsen to approve the 2021 meeting schedule. Meeting dates are Jan 19 at Denton, March 23 at Markey,

May 25 at Denton, July 27 at Roscommon, and September 28 at Lake.

Locations may be changed as required.  All members voting in the affirmative the motion carries.
RLS Report-Dr. Jermolowicz-Jones reported that personnel from RLS as well as Dr. Scott Herron planted 1000 pound of rice seed in a 50-acre area of Muddy Bay on 9-22-2020. 
Algae in some of the canals around Houghton Lake was discussed at some length. McKinley #5 is one of the worst affected canals. A Request for Proposal for aeration was drafted by RLS and presented to the Board. When asked if aeration would help with invasive species as well as the algae problem Dr. Jones indicated it would not. Dredging and nutrient pollution education was also discussed.
Mike Solomon reported that approximately $215,000 in 2020 had been spent on lake treatment compared to $195,000 in 2019 and $658,000 in 2018.

125 acres of milfoil was treated 9-1-2020 in the south west portion of the lake.

Motion by Mr. Wolfsen and supported by Mr. Russo to approve the 2021 RLS contract in the amount of $67,568.00. Members voting in favor of the motion were Mr. Mikolaizik, Mr. Russo, Mr. Peterson, Mr. Wolfsen, and Mr. Fullmer. Chairman Deamud passed. The motion carries.
